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bathing in these beautiful waterfalls and feel the mystique of the
untouched jungle that surrounds you.

Nature’s Hidden Treasures
& the Carib Indians

Approximately 6% hours ® $$

Experience the unique features of Dominica’s culture, nature and
views from a different perspective. Stop at the Botanical Gardens
to see the famous and endangered Jacquot and Sisserou parrots.
From here it’s an easy 15-minute hike to the newly discovered,
secluded Twin Waterfalls in the rain forest. Those who wish

to do so can climb a hill to reach to the second white sulphur
waterfall, reputedly good for the skin. Sample an organic buffet
of local food and fruits in an area adjacent to the Carib Territory,
as you are entertained by the dances of the Carib Indians. You
will have a chance to swim in the natural pool of the Pagua
River, then take photos from Horse Back Ridge. Return to the
ship in Cabrits.

Please note: Wear your swimsuit for river and waterfall swimming.

Rain Forest Aerial Tram

Approximately 4 hours ¢ $$$

Your excursion with a naturalist guide travels by coach through
Roseau to Laudat, a village nestled more than 3,000 feet up in
the mountains. Take a 90-minute Aerial Tram journey with a
naturalist guide into the rain forest to encounter nature at its
best. This modified sky lift skims along the forest floor and then
soars to heights of 300 feet above the Breakfast River Gorge and
the forest canopy. As you look down the gorge, watch for the
beautiful waterfalls. Your guide will introduce you to the many
types of flora, fauna and wildlife. The Morne Trois Piton rain
forest boasts more than 172 species of birds including two
endangered species of parrots.

Please note: Wear comfortable shoes; bring a rain coat and some
insect repellent.
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Carib Indian
Culture & History
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Approximately 6 hours ¢ $$

Explore the home of the 3,000 remaining Carib Indians, passing
first through Roseau and stopping at the colorful Emerald Pool,
located in Trois Pitons National Park. A 15-minute trek through
the rain forest brings you to the 50-foot cascading waterfall of
the enchanting Emerald Pool. At a Carib Model Village, one of
the 3,000 remaining Carib Indians will be your guide and will
introduce you to a group of Carib dancers who will sing and
dance in their traditional costumes. Witness the skills of
craftspeople using natural grasses to make hats and baskets. See
Cassava baking and canoe digging. Visit Salybia Church with an
altar made of a Carib Canoe and primitive murals. View large
banana and coconut plantations from Horseback Ridge, as well
as Morne Trois Pitons and Morne Diablotin, the highest
mountain in Dominica. Exiting Carib Territory, you will see
Calibishie fishing village. Complete your island exploration with
a drive through Portsmouth on your way to Cabrits National
Park to meet your tender for the return ride to the ship.

Please note: Walking includes damp, rocky path over gravel, roots
and rocks. Guests can also view the pool from a point a short
distance along the path. A box lunch from the ship will be provided.

Panoramic Rain Forest Drive

Approximately 2 hours ® $

Head to Morne Bruce for a bird’s-eye view of the town of
Roseau, and east through the steep rain forest hills of the
Trafalgar and Roseau Valley. At 1200 feet, Dominica’s rain forest
can be seen, with mahot cochon, cre cre, kaklin, balate and
carapite vegetation, as well as orchids, zel mouchs, bromeliads
and anthuriums. Stop at Symes-Zee Villa for a fresh fruit juice,
then at Tropicrafts so you can watch traditional basket weaving
and purchase souvenirs.
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Dominica’s Favorites
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Approximately 4% hours ¢ $$

For a bird’s-eye-view of Roseau, travel to Morne Bruce before
driving to the Botanical Gardens to see Dominica’s native Jaco
and Sisserou parrots. View the top of Trafalgar Falls, cascading
side-by-side out of the deep gorges which they have carved, and
take a 20-minute walk up a trail, past ginger plants and vanilla
orchids, to the viewpoint above the river. Pass fern-covered
hillsides en route to Trois Pitons National Park, and the small
Emerald Pool. The trail leading to the pool is through tropical
rain forest. The Emerald Pool is fed by a delicate cascade.

Please note: Comfortable walking shoes are recommended for
walking on the damp, rocky path over gravel, roots and rocks. You
can also view the pool from a point a short distance along the path.

Accessible Dominica & Rain Forest Drive

Approximately 3% hours ® $$

Don’t miss this opportunity to experience a waterfall without
the need for a lot of walking. Start with a cultural drive through
the Capital of Roseau to the Morne Bruce Viewpoint—excellent
for photos showing where the capital meets the Caribbean Sea.
At the Botanical Gardens, you will be able to see the famous and
endangered Sissereau and Jaco parrots in protective cages, along
with many large trees, exotic flowers and tropical plants. From
here, continue towards the interior of Dominica—rightfully
called the Nature Isle. You will pass tropical rain forest and
many plantations with various fruit trees such as mango, banana,
avocado and cacao. Then, you will stop at Jaco Falls. A 100-foot,
level walk will bring you to a viewpoint where you can see the
picturesque falls tucked away in rain forest greenery. Take photos
and enjoy the surroundings while enjoying a taste of a local mix
of seasonal fruits and rum punch or fruit juice. Those who wish
to take a quick dip in the waterfall can walk down the steps to
the waterfall pool. Drive down the scenic Layou valley with its
dramatic landscape to stop at the Layou River—the longest and
largest river in Dominica.
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Rain Forest Drive & the Emerald Pool

Approximately 4 hours ® $$

It’s a ten-minute drive from your ship to a 400-foot elevation

at Morne Bruce for a panoramic view of the city of Roseau and
its environs. Your next stop is the 20-acre Dominica Botanical
Gardens for a first hand view of Dominica’s national birds, the
Sisserou and Jaco Parrots. The gardens also contain some of the
island’s tallest and most exotic trees. From the Gardens, you

will travel through Roseau and then up the Springfield Valley

to the Emerald Pool, located in the Trois Pitons National Park.
A 15-minute walk through the rain forest will take you to the
50-foot cascading waterfall of the enchanting Emerald Pool.
Down in the Layou Valley, you’ll pass through banana and citrus
plantations, stopping for a complimentary drink. Local folklore
dancers dressed in national costume will entertain you with song
and dance. Your tour then returns to the port and your waiting
ship.

Best of Dominica & Scenic Drive

Approximately 3 hours ® $$

A leisurely drive takes you through the beautiful forests and
plantations of Dominica’s Layou Valley. You will see mountain
peaks carpeted in rich rain forest foliage and delight in the
colorful tropical flowers and banana, mango, cocoa, citrus,
papaya and avocado trees en route to Morne Bruce, the Botanical
Gardens with the Sisserou and Jaco Parrots. Continue through
Roseau and past the Springfield Plantation House. Passing
through the Layou Valley, stop for a taste of local juice, rum
punch and a sample of Dominica’s folklore. The scenic coastal
road leads through fishing villages and Canefield Estate back to
Roseau.

Community Garden & Creole Cooking Tour

Approximately 4 hours ® $$

Welcome to the Nature Isle. Experience its natural beauty
by visiting two of its beautiful communities—Eggleston and
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Giraudel. Your excursion begins with a historical tour through
the Old French Quarter of the city of Roseau and the Botanical
Gardens. At the Gardens you will see Dominica’s National
Bird, the Sisserou parrot. You will also encounter some of the
island’s tallest and most exotic trees. Your tour then continues
through Newtown and proceeds to the Fortune community
with a scenic mountain drive to the village of Eggleston. Visit

a few of the luxuriant flower gardens in this community, then
continue to Giraudel village for a flower garden tour conducted
by the gardeners themselves. You will also be entertained by

a Jing Ping Band. There will be local crafts, souvenirs and

cut flowers for sale at this point. Your tour then proceeds to
Exotica Guesthouse where will be welcomed with a drink. At
Exotica, enjoy a guided tour of the natural and organic gardens,
followed by a demonstration of Caribbean Creole cooking by a
professional chef, using fresh-picked local vegetables and fruits.
Prepare your own meal enjoy the taste of your own cooking with
local fruit juices. En route back to the ship you will visit Green
Mountain Flower Garden, where the owner will conduct a tour
of the flower production facilities, with another opportunity to
purchase fresh cut flowers.

Explore the untouched rugged coastline of the Nature Isle with a
guided kayaking trip from Soufriere to Scotts Head—the perfect
way to reach snorkeling sites, bird watch and spot flying fish.

At Scotts Head, snorkel from the shallows until you reach the
dramatic drop off as your guide identifies the marine life, or
helps you to improve your snorkeling technique. The bay is
formed by a submerged volcano and is home to an amazing
amount of marine life and coral. It is common to see dolphins
feeding in the bay. Watch magnificent frigate birds diving

for fish.

Champagne Snorkel Safari
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Approximately 3 hours ® $$

It’s just a 15-minute drive south of Roseau through the
picturesque village of Pointe Michel to the watersports facility

at Champagne. Champagne is Dominica’s premier diving and
snorkeling site and rates among the top five snorkeling sites in
the Caribbean. Underwater geothermal springs vent gasses in
the form of thousands of warm bubbles giving you a feeling of
swimming through a giant glass of Champagne. The reef here

is quite spectacular with a myriad of sea life including sponges,
lobster, parrot fish and a resident population of hawksbill
turtles. You will be outfitted with high quality snorkeling gear
and given an orientation of the facility and the adventure that
awaits you on the reef. Tours of the reef are led by professional
PADI-certified dive masters who will instruct you on the correct
use of your gear and brief you on what you are likely to see and
experience once in the water. After your tour, enjoy the comfort
and convenience of showers and changing rooms, refreshments,
a gift shop and our sundeck overlooking the beautiful Caribbean
Sea.

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Whale Watch & Snorkel Adventure
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Approximately 4 hours ® $$

This scenic boat trip with a very knowledgeable whale naturalist
is ideal for sighting the deep-diving sperm whale, pilot whales,
false killer whales and dolphins. You will also likely see fish and
seabirds. After this memorable whale and dolphin experience,
you'll stop for some boatside snorkeling.

Please note: Restrooms on board. Wear your swimsuit under your
clothing and bring a towel. Wildlife sightings cannot be guaranteed.

Whale & Dolphin Safari

Approximately 3% hours * $$

Board a whale and dolphin watch boat and you’ll first hear a
boat safety briefing, then some background information on the
tour, history, what to look for, whale and dolphin species, and
behavior. You will be viewing these animals live in their natural
habitat. The boat will take you along the west coast, between
two and eight miles offshore searching for cetaceans. Each time
the boat stops, hydrophones are put into the water to listen for
the clicking of sperm whales, the pinging of pilot whales, the
whistling of dolphins and the singing of humpback whales. Most
commonly seen animals are sperm, pilot, and false killer whales,
spotted, spinner, and bottlenose dolphin. Juice and rum punch
are served on the way back to the port.

Your adventure starts with a 45-minute drive out of the
town of St. George’s and through the scenic hilly interior of the
Grand Etang Rain Forest Reserve to Balthazar Estate. The drive
brings you to the tubing launch site for the safety briefing. After
the briefing, you will be provided with your life vest, modified
inner tube and a paddle before getting into the river. A wet, wild
and wonderful journey awaits as you and your guide gently spin
and swirl in the currents of the river, taking in the exotic scenery

swim before you enjoy a much-deserved rum punch or glass of
local fruit juice before retuning to your ship.

Your
tour begins on Fort Road, through Dickenson Bay and travels
eastward passing through Crosbies. Places of interest include the
Antigua Mill Tower (a house built atop a restored sugar mill),
Hodges Bay—the Beverley Hills of Antigua, and the Antigua Air
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Station which was used as one of the weather tracking stations
during the first moon landing and is still in operation today.
You will also pass the former US Naval Base and the VC Bird
International Airport, named after Antigua’s first Prime Minister.
The VC Bird International Airport complex is also the site of the
Cricket Hall of Fame. Photo opportunities abound on this tour;
however, the main photo stop is at Scott’s Hill overlooking St.
John’s where you will find a spectacular view of St. John’s.

Historical Antigua

Approximately 2% hours ¢ $

Step back in time through some of the fascinating pages of
Antigua’s history while enjoying a picturesque drive through
Antigua’s pioneer villages of All Saints, Liberta and Falmouth.
Your first stop is Nelson’s Dockyard, a restored 18th-century
British naval dockyard and one of the safest land-locked harbors
in the world. Explore the dockyard with a National Parks
guide. Then it’s onto the multimedia Dow’s Hill Interpretation
Centre—a scenic stop. Take in the spectacular view of ships
and activities in Falmouth and English Harbours. Your final
destination is Shirley’s Heights Lookout, which in colonial days
was a strategic British lookout point from which enemy vessels
could be clearly viewed. Today it has been restored to a famous
restaurant and offers a panoramic view of Antigua and its
neighboring islands.

Today, you
will visit the University of Tampa, located in the original Tampa
Bay Hotel. Built in 1890 as a luxury hotel by railroad tycoon Henry
B. Plant, this beautiful Victorian building is a National Historic
Landmark modeled after the Alhambra in Spain. Stroll through
some of the public rooms as you hear the history of this hotel.
Continue with a drive through the Hyde Park area and along
Bayshore Blvd with its beautiful old mansion facing the bay. Also
included in the tour will be a drive past the St. Petersburg Times
Forum—Tampa’s hockey and entertainment arena. Ybor City,
once the cigar capital of the world, is now Tampa’s entertainment
district. The cigar industry moved to from Key West to Tampa
more than 100 years ago. Keep an eye out for the “ Shotgun
Houses” that housed the immigrant cigar workers who settled
here. Hear the history of the immigrants that settled in this part
of Tampa and shaped this city. A stop at Centro Ybor allows for a
short break. Whether you choose to enjoy café con leche (sweet
Cuban coffee) or a light snack at one of the many restaurants in
this historic area, you will be surrounded by item old and new.
Finally, drive past the Columbia Restaurant—the oldest Spanish
restaurant in the USA. It has grown from a local corner café to

a world-famous restaurant covering an entire city block. Note

the exquisite tilework on the outside of the building. En route to
Tampa International Airport, you will see the New York Yankee’s
Spring Training location, Legends Field.

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Willemstad Trolley Train
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Approximately 134 hours ¢ $

Transfer by taxi across the Queen Juliana Suspension Bridge, 200
feet above Willemstad. In the Punda section of town, you will
board a trolley train for a tour of Curagao’s distinctive Dutch
colonial architecture and the sights and sounds of island life. Stop
at the “wedding cake” house and see the Pietermaai Cathedral;
drive past the floating fish and vegetable market, Mikve Emmanuel
Israel (the oldest synagogue in the Western Hemisphere) and see
Queen Wilhelmina Park, and the Waterfort Arches. Finally, visit
Fort Amsterdam, built in 1635 with its beautiful Protestant church.
Return taxi transportation to the ship is included, or you may
choose to stay in town and return to the ship on your own.

Please note: You may enter the cathedral if it is open.

Curacao Country Drive

Approximately 3% hours ® $

Explore the northwestern part of the island on this scenic
excursion. Your first stop is at a former slave hut—now a
museum displaying interesting objects used by the island’s African
population. Continue to the impressive caves of Boka Tabla,
located near the northernmost point of the island. You’ll see how
the powerful Caribbean Sea created a natural bridge here. On the
west side of the island, you’ll discover a typical fishing village. Your
guide points out how the locals used to live in this area. Don’t
miss the statue that is said to protect the fisherman, located in
front of the Westpoint Church. Next, travel to Knip Beach, one
of the Caribbean’s finest strands, designated a natural swimming
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pool by UNESCO in 1973. The hilly landscape around this area is
indicative of Curagao’s volcanic origins. Returning to the ship, you
will pass by the salt flats of St. Willibrordus and see the multitude
of flamingoes that have claimed this territory as their own. Your
guide will also point out the home of Jan Kok. Local legend tells of
a very handsome Dutchman who conquered the heart of many a
Curagao damsel.

Curacao’s African Heritage

Approximately 4 hours ® $$

Learn all about the history of the slave trade and the life of slaves
living and working among the colonists of Curagao. First you will
visit the Kura Hulanda Museum for a guided tour that covers

the kidnapping and forced relocation of Africans to the Americas
and Caribbean in the 17th - 19th centuries. The Kura Hulanda
Museum impressively exhibits the Transatlantic Slave Trade in its
totality, from slave capture in Africa trough the Middle Passage
and relocation in the New World. Next a bus ride takes you via
the countryside to Plantation House Santa Martha and its former
plantation. Along the way you will hear about the slave rebellion
from 1795. At the property of Santa Martha, a guided tour shows
how slaves were trained to be craftsmen and were sold like a
commodity on the international slave market at Curagao, then
shipped to other islands in the Caribbean and to North and South
America. You can also see how slaves lived at the slave house on
Santa Martha Plantation. Visit the Plantation house to see how it
is currently used as a social workplace. If you wish, you can buy
authentic handmade products here. On the way back to the city,
you pass sites where the fights between slaves and government
troops took place and where the slaves were ultimately defeated.
You will also see where slaves were forced to work on the saltpans
to collect the salt needed for the fish industry. Finally, you will be
visit the Slave Monument marking the place the where the bodies
of the leaders of the Slave Rebellion were thrown into the sea.

Please note: Wear sturdy, comfortable walking shoes.
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Ostriches & Aloe

Approximately 3 hours ® $$

Venture outside the city to visit two interesting farms in Curagao.
First, crossing the Queen Juliana Bridge at 200 feet above sea level,
take in the spectacular view of the capital, Willemstad. Heading
northeast, you will pass by the Franklin D. Roosevelt House,

the American Consulate on the island. Your guide points out
interesting sites along the way before you arrive at the Aloe
Plantation of Curagao, where an aloe expert explains the
wonderful traits of, and many uses for, this “miracle” plant.
Continue on to the Ostrich Farm, the largest of its kind outside
Africa. Following a warm reception, embark on a safari vehicle
with the ostrich farm guide, and enjoy an opportunity to interact
with Earth’s largest birds. You may have a chance to try hand-
feeding these birds, while others look on! Experience the ostrich’s
development from egg to adult, and perhaps witness a little
surprise emerging from an egg. Keep your eye out for the ostrich
dance, performed by a male named Don Juan. The return drive
to the ship follows a southeasterly course and affords views of
Curagao.

Highlights of Curacao & Folkloric Show

Approximately 3% hours ¢ $$

Dutch influence is ever-present in Curagao. Your first stop is at
the Curagao Museum, with old-world, authentic furnishings in a
19th-century military hospital. Your guide will play some songs

on the Carillon (the largest organ), then visit the gallery to see the
Snip—the first plane that crossed from Europe to the New World.
By coach, view the lovely capital of Willemstad, crossing the Queen
Juliana Bridge at 200 feet above sea level. Watch for the Franklin
Roosevelt House and the American Consulate. Next you’ll visit the
Distillery of Chobolobo, where the world-famous Blue Curagao
liqueur is still made by hand according to an ancient recipe based
on the peels of the orange brought by the Spaniards in the 15th
century. Finally, enjoy a charming folkloric show, where dancers
demonstrate the Tumba—the rhythmic dance of the island. A
brief “workshop” is included!
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Curacao Beach Express

Approximately 3 hours ® $$

Travel to the west side of Curacao on a one-of-a-kind, hand-
painted Tropical Bus. The Beach Express takes you to the “other
side” of the island where nature reigns and the beaches are
unspoiled. Enjoy the scenery as your host provides you with
interesting information about Curagao. You’ll pass by historic
plantation houses, panoramic mountain views, wildlife, salt flats
and flamingos. After a fun and relaxing ride you will come to Playa
Porto Mari, a famous Beach where you can enjoy swimming in the
beautiful Caribbean waters, snorkeling or just relaxing.

Safety comes first at the Curagao Sea Aquarium, so sharks and
turtles are fed through holes in fitted Plexiglas windows. PADI-
certified instructors will lead you step by step through all the
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phases of this unforgettable adventure. So even if you have never
snorkeled or dived in your life you can join this unforgettable
adventure. After the time in the water you will see photos of your
adventure. Prints can be purchased. To complete the tour there
will be enough time to visit the aquarium. A local authorized taxi
will return you to the ship.

Spanish Water Snorkel Expedition

Watch as a diver is surrounded by hungry fish that he
feeds by hand in front of your window. Back on land, cross the
Queen Juliana Bridge and continue to the Negrita—an 84-foot
replica sailing schooner with a tasting room for Blue Curagao
liqueur and Ponche Cuba. In the Punda section, your guide points
out the major landmarks. You may choose to stay in town and
return to the ship on your own.
